
 
 

1) LOK KAWI WILDLIFE PARK, SABAH, MALAYSIA - RM 120/AD T 
Duration: Half Day - Code: BT02-D  

 

 
Lok Kawi Wildlife Park (or Lokkawi Zoo) is located at old Penampang-Papar road, about 15km from Kota Kinabalu city.  
The visitors can see Borneo and Malaysia wild animals such as orang utan, proboscis monkey, Asian elephant, rhino,  
hornbill birds, tiger, etc. Open daily from 9.30am - 5.30pm. 

 

2) KINABALU PARK & PORING HOT SPRINGS -RM 200/ADT  
Duration: Full day from 0730 - 1800 hrs - Code: BT16  

  

 

               
This tour brings you across mountainous Crocker Range with panoramic view of the countryside and soaring hills.  
Whilst en route to Kinabalu Park, you can catch the magnificent sight of Mount Kinabalu, South East Asia highest peak.  
The Park is a World Heritage Site with incredible mega bio-diversity of flora and fauna, a heaven for nature enthusiasts.  
On arrival, enjoy a guided nature trek along one of the many trails in the park before proceeding to Poring Hot Springs  
which offers visitors the opportunity for an invigorating dip into its hot sulphur springs.  
For a closer look at nature, take the 41m high canopy walk which offers a spectacular view of the Borneo Rainforest  
flora and fauna.

4) TUNKU ABDUL RAHMAN PARK - GAYA ISLAND & SAPI ISL AND - RM220/ADT 
Duration: Day Trip from 0900 hrs - Code: BT12  
Just 20 minutes away by boat from Kota Kinabalu city, Tunku Abdul Rahman Marine Park beckons with its idyllic  
setting of sun, sand and sea. You can picnic, snorkel, and scuba dive or just relax. The day is yours to enjoy at leisure  
and it may be as lazy or as fun-filled as you wish it to be. Sumptuous barbecue is offered.  
Or take an option (chargeable) to trek across Gaya Island, through unspoiled rainforest and along planks through  
the wetlands or take a leisure dive for a more detailed examination of the underwater life.

5) 2 DAYS / 1 NIGHT PULAU TIGA - THE SURVIVOR ISLAND - RM750/ADT 
Duration: 2 Days / 1 Night - Code: BT12-B  

Pulau Tiga - dubbed as the Survivor Island is a forest-clad island in the south of Sabah. Famed for its mud volcanoes and 
Megapode bird, the island is part of a three-island park called Pulau Tiga Park. A network of nature trails around the Pulau Tiga 
offers good walking opportunities. The nearby island of Kalampunian Damit is also known as Snake Island for hundreds of sea 
snakes inhabit the Island.  

    

 

 



 
 

Day 1    KOTA KINABALU-KUALA PENYU-PULAU TIGA (L/D)  
Depart on a two hours drive to Kuala Penyu and take a 30 minutes boat ride to Pulau Tiga Resort - The Survivor Island. Upon 
arrival, check into room. In the afternoon, take a nature trail trek to Mud Volcano area. Overnight at Pulau Tiga Resort.    

 
  

Day 2    PULAU TIGA-KUALA PENYU-KOTA KINABALU (B/L)  
Take an adventurous tour to Snake Island before proceeding back to Kuala Penyu jetty and enroute to Kota Kinabalu.  
Available on request: Canoeing, snorkelling, boat ride around island, open sea fishing, etc.  
Includes: Transfers, Tour Guide, Meals and Accommodation as specified above.  

Optional Tour: Spot Proboscis Monkeys on River Cruise on way back to Kota Kinabalu.  

6) KIULU RIVER RAFTING - RM 200/ADT  
Duration: 6 hours from 0900 -1500 hours - Code: BT13 
Even novices can try this river rafting experience 
Travel north of Kota Kinabalu takes you to Kiulu River, past quaint villages, scenic countryside and the rural town  
of Tamparuli. A short briefing conducted on the Kiulu river bank precedes your adventure.  
With headwaters from Mt. Kinabalu, the river provides a Grade II to III experience, perfect for newcomers to the sport.  
Deep pools punctuate the river rapids, giving you ample opportunities to indulge in body rafting or swimming.  
The river journey takes just 1 to 1 ½ hours, depending on the river stage and is topped by a refreshing BBQ lunch  
before returning to the city.

7) PADAS RIVER RAFTING - RM 260/ADT   

Duration: Full day from 0730 - 1900 hours - Code: BT14  

 
The Padas River offers a far greater challenge and is highly recommended for the adventurous rafter.  
Getting there proves quite an adventure too, starting with 1 ½ hour bus-ride to Beaufort to catch the train that will  
take you all the way to starting point. You can sight the Padas River whilst aboard this train, giving yourself plenty of  
opportunity to size-up your challenge. Cutting through boulder strewn gorges, swollen rapids and lowland jungle, the  
Padas River is a Grade III to IV. At its best, the river offers a serious challenge to even the most seasoned rafters.  
Make your assault down from Pangi to Rayoh, where you can finally disembark for a well-deserved barbecue lunch  
before returning.

8)TAMBUNAN RAFFLESIA & BAMBOO VILLAGE - RM 210 / AD T 
             Duration: 8 hours from 0830 - 1630 hrs - Code: BT07  

Make a rendezvous with nature and culture on a trip that takes you to the Tambunan Rafflesia Centre and Bamboo Village.  
Start the journey with a ride past idyllic countryside, onwards and up mountainous Crocker Range. Your visit to  
Rafflesia Centre includes a 2-3 hours nature trek amidst lush sub-Montane vegetation and lowland rainforest and  
the chance to sight Rafflesia buds or a Rafflesia in full bloom. Stop for lunch and enjoy the fresh mountain air before  
proceeding to the interior town of Tambunan. On your arrival, explore this quaint bamboo village and learn how  
to make "Tapai", a sweet, traditional rice wine.

9) MARI MARI CULTURAL VILLAGE- the rate is TBA  
Code: BT11-C  

The village is located about 25 minutes away from the city. The journey will take  
you to long roads surrounded by a rich spectrum of greenery and overarched by  
wild blue skies. In the village, the colors of cultural diversity are not an issue  
but rather our pride, where you can savor the soul of Sabah. Upon arrival at the  
entrance of the village,  
you will be ushered to the warmth of different homes of the ethnicities of Sabah.  
Each home was built by descendants of the tribes they represent and offer you a  
truly genuine experience seeing everything in and around the village lends to its  
magical prowess of taking you back in time. Not only does this village portray  
these tribes through the architectural genius of their traditional houses,  
but also through a range of simulated lives of the olden epoch by the residents  
of the village. Acquaint yourself with each tribe as they let you come into their house  
and their simple yet intricate lives.  

 
As you traverse the village, you will find demonstration huts along the main houses in which daily activities of old times  
come into life. For example, the making of blowpipe, starting a fire (from bamboo tree - you will learn the steps of  
making fire without the help of a lighter), tattoo-making (and its symbolisms) and etc.  
 
By the end of your journey into the past, you have been given a setting for you to see, hear, taste and feel the uniqueness  
of what Sabah truly is. An unforgettable encounter of our Sabahan  homeland.  

 

 

 



 
 

Itinerary for 10.00am / 2.00pm / 6.00pm arrival:-  

·  Upon arrival, you will be greeted and as preparation for your time-travelling into prehistoric Borneo,  
briefing  on the Village Rules is a must before you enter the village. You will be greeted by the  
Chief and go through a custom Welcome Ceremony , then you walk through the suspension bridge   
to enter the village.  

·  First, you will visit the Dusun house. Here, you will witness a demonstration on the traditional way of  
tobacco cutting . As you exit through the back door, you will enter a hut specialized for bamboo cooking and  
Montoku  (rice wine) processing.   

·  Second, we will bring you to the Rungus Longhouse. Here, you will learn how to start a fire   
without lighters or matches (and watch the villagers make ethnic bangles  out of rattan).  

·  Third, you will find the Lundayeh house. Inside, be awed by a demonstration on the olden ways of  
producing ropes, vests, floors, walls and etc. from  tree barks.   

·  Fourth, visit the Bajau House to watch the locals prepare Jala (local cake) and Pandan juice.   
Inside, you will see a myriad of colourful materials of antique ancestral objects. At one corner, there is a decorative bridal 
parlor  for your photo-taking pleasure.  

·  Fifth, belonging to the headhunters’ tribe, the Murut Longhouse, awaits you as your journey reaches 
 the ending. (Just kidding! We hereby guarantee that your head will still be attached to your body after visiting 
 this house). You will be greeted by the Chief and go through a custom Welcome Ceremony .  
Later, witness a demonstration on blowpipe making before going into their house. Inside, there is a  
built-in Lansaran  (traditional trampoline-like floor) which you may dance on after they show you  
how to jump for your “prize”. At a corner, witness the locals as they tattoo their bodies the old method.  
You can also get a temporary body tattoo the ancient way  if you wish.  

·  Finally, you will be led to the stage where our very own staff will entertain you with cultural performances. After that, 
proceed to the main hall where you will be given fifteen minutes to linger around and  
shop at the Souvenir shop (all handmade products). You may also choose to take photos of your  
surroundings.  

·  After your wonderful tour, sumptuous meal  is prepared for you at the Buffet Counter.  
Then, it is time to bid farewell  to the villagers and depart into the 21st century, as we transfer  you to 
 your respective hotels/ drop-off points.
